called Shawomet lands. It wasn’t until the end of King Philips war in 

1677 that signaled the end of the Pocasset sovereignty on 

Shawomet lands.  

Incorporated in 1790 

Somerset was incorporated in 1790, after separating from The Town 

of Swansea.

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Animal Information 

Animal Control 

There is an Officer on-call after normal working hours and on 

weekends for emergencies only, such as an animal hit by car, 

vicious animals or a suspect rabid animal. These calls should be 

reported to the Somerset Police Department at 508-679-2138 and 

they will dispatch an Animal Officer. 

Animal Shelter Hours are by appointment only. Please call 508-679-

6446 to schedule an appointment at your convenience. 

 

Dog Licenses 

All dogs 6months and older need to be licensed in accordance 

with Massachusetts General Laws. The licensing is required by 

March 30th each year. Rabies vaccinations have to be up to date 

in order to obtain a license. The current fee for a neutered male or 

a spayed female is $5.00 and $10 for a dog that is not altered.  

You can visit our office in person or mail in or utilize our drop box to 

drop off your current Certificate of Rabies, showing the expiration 

date of the most recent valid shot and a Spay/Neuter certificate (if 

applicable), to the Office of the Town Clerk along with the 

appropriate fee. Checks should be made out to the Town of 

Somerset.

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Outdoor Points of Interest 

• Pierce Beach & Playground 

Affectionately known as the Home of The Big Red Slide. Pierce Beach is located 

along the Taunton River which offers a wonderful scenic view and a host of family 

friendly activities throughout the year, but is fully staffed from Memorial Day through 

Labor Day with:  

1. Sandy Beach area 

2. Picnic areas with charcoal grills  

3. Basketball Court 

4. Tennis/Pickle ball court 

5. 2 Playgrounds 

6. Little League Baseball Diamond 

7. Concert stage  

8. Canoe/Kayak storage racks for rent 

9. Restrooms 

10. Outdoor Shower 

11. Concession Stand 

• Buffinton Park 

Located on Linden St. off of Buffington St. is one of oldest recreational spots in town 

and recently in the spring of 2025 the old playground was removed and replaced by 

the town’s largest mixed used playgrounds in an open space area. There are walking 

areas, large area for picnics, and an unofficial area for dogs. Plenty of shade and 

room for future events. 

 

• Waterfront Park 

The spot on Main St. is probably one of the most scenic sites in Somerset. The area is 

perfect for fishing, boating and is pet friendly. Located on the site:

• O’Neill Field 

Located on Brayton Point Road is a large softball 

complex with lights and has recently undergone a 

transformation of a facility that hosts many events for 

local leagues and user groups for fundraising. 

The playground on the site was removed from the old 

Wilbur School in the area and re-installed to keep it in 

the area for youngsters and families to enjoy along with 

a recently installed new swing set. 

The site will be renovating an old basketball court later 

this year.

• South Field Complex 

Located on Hot and Cold Lane in the heart of Somerset is a large 

complex that is the home of Somerset Baseball League and

2. 1 Big League (90’) Field 

3. 2 Cal Ripken youth fields- 1 of which has lights. 

4. New state of the art playground remodeled in 2025 

5. Concession Stand on site during baseball/softball 

season

There is a Town Clerk Drop Box for Town Clerk Business. Located Outside of Town Hall. 

Town Census: 

• Mailed in Early January. Complete, sign/date form and return to the Town Clerk’s office. 

• It is very important to respond to the Census, as sending 2nd notices are an added expense to 

the residents of Somerset.  

• Compliance with this state requirement provides proof of residence to protect voting rights, 

veterans' bonus, housing for the elderly and related benefits. 

• The census from does not register you to vote.  

Town meeting: 

• Visit the Towns website (https://www.townofsomerset.org/) for information regarding date and 

time of a Town meeting.  

• Annual Town meeting is the 3rd Monday in May. 

• Special Town Meeting-Special Town Meetings are held as necessary and are called for by the 

Selectmen.  

• A copy of the warrant will be posted at: Town Clerk’s office, Library, Police Department, Gus’ 

Pizza, Roger’s Family Restaurant and the town website.  

Voter Registration: 

• In order to register to vote you must be at least 18 years of age and a citizen of the United 

States.  

• Voter registration forms are available in our office or online; for information on registering to 

vote, visit https://www.sec.state.ma.us/VoterRegistrationSearch/MyVoterRegStatus.aspx  to 

check your voter status, register to vote, and find your polling place. 

Elections: 

• All elections for precincts 1-5 are located at Somerset Berkley Regional High School, Student 

Dining Hall, 625 County Street. 

• Annual Town election is the 2nd Monday in April from 12 p.m. – 8:00 p.m.  

• A copy of the warrant will be posted at: Town Clerk’s office, Library, Police Department, Gus’ 

Pizza, Roger’s Family Restaurant and the town website.

• Fees: Male/ Female $10.00- Spayed/ Neutered $5.00.
